Ground Rules for Class Discussion

· Be prepared to share your idea when instructed to do so, first with your partner and next with the class. 

· No blurting (ever) or hand-raising (until I ask for volunteers).

· Use the assigned sentence starter to share your idea.

· Use your public discussion voice to share your idea: two times slower and three times louder than conversation.

· Listen attentively while classmates are sharing and jot down two new ideas.

· If your idea is similar to someone else’s, acknowledge your classmate’s contribution before sharing your perspective.
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
